EuroVelo is a registered trademark of ECF and only routes approved by ECF can
be called EuroVelo.

The EuroVelo Data Hub contains useful
resources to monitor the growth of the
network.

The EuroVelo Barometer, developed in
partnership with Eco-Counter, monitors
the usage of EuroVelo routes based on
a sample of 170 automatic counters
installed along 10 of the 17 routes.

Economic benefits of cycling

In 2018, ECF estimated that cycling produces
total benefits of €150 billion in Europe. Cycling
tourism is a major contributor, with a value

of €44 billion according to the latest available
figures. Sales and production of bicycles, parts
and accessories reached a total value of more
than €23 billion in 2021.

There are an estimated 2.3 billion cycle tourism trips in Europe every year with a value in excess of €44 billion,
according to a 2012 study commissioned by the European Parliament. 20.4 million cycle tourists stay one or more
nights en route, and these ‘overnight’ tourists spend around €9 billien annually. Since then, the impact of cycling
tourism has most probably grown significantly.
